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Abstract

A study to assess the effectiveness of knowledge regarding Triage among nursing students in
selected college at malappuram district. The objective of the study was a) Assess the level of
knowledge regarding Triage. b) To evaluate the effect of knowledge regarding Triage among
nursing students .c) To find out the association between the pre-test level of knowledge with selected
demographic variables among nursing students.A Quasi experimental, one group pre test post test
design was adopted for the study. Purposive sampling technique was used. Sample Size was 73 students
were studying in 5" semester. The investigator used Questioner method for assessing knowledge
regarding Triage among nursing students. After conducting structured teaching program was conducted
to the students. Post test was conducted using the same research tool. The collected data were analyzed
by using descriptive and inferential statistics. The result of pre test shows that out of 73 students
65(89.04%) student have moderate knowledge, 8(10.96%) students have adequate knowledge on
Triage. After providing structured teaching program the result of the post test show that the students
4(5.48%) student have moderate knowledge, 69(94.52%) students have adequate knowledge. It was
analyzed that there is significant improvement in post-test knowledge scores. There was an association
between knowledge and selected demographic variables Gender is X2 6.61, p<0.05 . The finding of the

study suggests that structured teaching program is effective in increasing the knowledge of Students.
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BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY

Triage originates from the French word "trier,” which is used to describe the processes of sorting and
organization. Triage is utilized in the healthcare community to categorize patients based on the severity of their
injuries and, by extension, the order in which multiple patients require care and monitoring. The history of the

emergency triage originated in the military for field doctors.

Nurses who work in triage work in emergency rooms and other emergency clinical
facilities to help establish what kind of care patients need, ensuring they get sent to the right
locations as fast as possible. Nursing in a triage setting requires being calm, cool, and
authoritative as you direct traffic and help with immediate and dire medical situations, while

getting doctors and other nurses up-to-speed on what is needed for specific patients.

NEED FOR THE STUDY

Triage nurses are expected to evaluate patient symptoms quickly and be able to get them
moving to the right doctor and area as fast as they can. This means they need to know what they are
looking for and be prepared to make a decision.

The triage nurse quickly assesses the patient's condition, takes vital signs, and determines their
priority level for treatment. If this occurs, nurses must be able to anticipate the prioritization and
status of available treatment areas. An optimal arrival to proper triage of the patient should occur in
10-15 minutes.

Assess: In healthcare, to assess means to evaluate or estimate the nature, ability, or quality of a patient's
condition. Assessment is a critical step in the nursing process, involving the collection and analysis of data to

determine a patient's health status. (Craven & Hirnle, 2013)

Knowledge: Knowledge in nursing refers to the understanding and information nurses acquire through
education, experience, and practice. It encompasses theoretical knowledge, practical skills, and ethical

understanding, all of which are necessary for effective patient care. (Chinn & Kramer, 2018)

Triage: Triage is the process of determining the priority of patients' treatments based on the severity of their
condition. This method ensures that those who need immediate care receive it as soon as possible. (Rogers &

Considine, 2019)

Nursing Students: Nursing students are individuals enrolled in a nursing program to acquire the education
and skills necessary to become licensed nurses. Their training includes theoretical coursework, clinical

practice, and ethical understanding to prepare them for patient care.

Following this, Structure
teaching programe was held on the Participants. Post-test was taken on next day by using same

the Questioner method on Knowledge on Triage.
